2011 Kansas State Pin Design Contest
The Kansas Association of SkillsUSA is sponsoring the 2011 State Pin Design Contest to determine the trading pin to be distributed at our state conference, Kansas SkillsUSA Championships in Wichita in April and at the National Leadership and SkillsUSA Championships in Kansas City in June.  One design will be selected by the State Officers at their December 2010 meeting.  The winner will be announced by December 15th on the state association website www.skillsusaks.org.  The winner will be introduced and recognized at the Opening Session of the state conference in April 2011.  The winner of the chosen design will receive a check for $25.00 and 10 of the pins.  
Here is the winning design for 2010.
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The 2010 winner was Tyler Spaniol from Eudora High School.  His advisor is Mr. Jim Lynch.
Rules

1. All entries must be submitted in color.

2. All entries should be submitted with 2 versions of the art on a single page.  The larger version is for judging.  The smaller version is to show what the actual pin will look like.  The larger version should be approximately 7” x 7” for judging.  The smaller version should be approximately 1.5” tall to show how the completed pin will look (art does not have to be square).  Both versions must be identical.

3. Dimensions of the pin when produced will be approximately 1.5” tall by the necessary appropriate width.

4. All entries must include the following wording:

a. SkillsUSA Kansas 

b. 2011
5. The pin should reflect the history, culture and pride of Kansas.

6. All copyright laws must be followed.
7. An electronic version of the design must be sent to the state office by the deadline of November 15.  Email this to:  awick@ksde.org  The design must be available in PDF format.
8. Please also submit the following on an index card attached by paper clip to the design submitted via snail mail:
a. Student’s Name

b. School

c. Advisor’s Name

d. Division (High School or college/Postsecondary)

e. Do not staple or tape the index card to the design.

9. The Pin Design must be received at the state office by November 15th.

10. The design must be the work of the individual contestant listed on the index card.  This is not a team event.
