3—5 Points are Bronze Kan Do Chapters



6—8 Points are Silver Kan Do Chapters



9       Points are Gold Kan Do Chapters

Chapters will be recognized at the Opening Session of the State Conference.    Awards will be given to the Lead School Advisor and local President.

Chapters or sections will apply for this recognition by completing the “Kan Do Chapter Application” and sending it to the state office by March 30th.   Paper copies of the Application are mailed to each school and posted on the Kansas SkillsUSA website www.skillsusaks.org.  Applications must have original signatures when submitted.  Faxed or emailed applications will not be accepted.   
Application Information:

1. Simply check the yes or no boxes next to each activity to signify your chapter’s or section’s participation.
2. In the Description section, describe how and to what extent your chapter or section participated in the activities.  Include dates and numbers of members and teachers participating.  An excellent source for explanation of the Program of Work activities is the SkillsUSA Leadership Handbook which was distributed at State Fall Leadership Conference.
3. Additional documentation may be submitted for each activity.  Please limit this documentation to no more than 3 items per activity.

4. You may submit your application and documentation in a slim, no more than 1 inch 3-ring binder.  Materials submitted will be returned to the Advisor at State Conference in April.  This new recognition program is similar to the Outstanding Chapter contest, but limited just to Kansas.  We are interested in rewarding leadership development at the local/school level. See the sample Application for additional clarification.
